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Six-Day War of 1967 in the light of new data

Abstract

In 2017, ahead of the fiftieth anniversary of the 1967 war, the Israeli government
declassified thousands of documents from political and government meetings before,
during, and following the Six-Day War. For the first time in fifty years it makes possible
to trace the dynamics within the government regarding the Six-Day War. The documents
reflect the government’s thinking during the war and euphoria after the destruction of
the Egyptian air force and the Israeli victories on the Jordanian and Syrian fronts. The
declassified documents reveal that Jerusalem was conquered almost by accident; Israel’s
National Religious Party, forerunner to the settler movement, lobbied for military de-
escalation at every turn; and nobody in Israel’s security cabinet seemingly had seen the
country’s most momentous war coming; no one of them foresaw its outcome.
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
